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ACCELERATED READER – Students are encouraged to read a minimum of 3 full length novels during the course (besides the ones assigned by your teacher).  Of those 3; one novel must come from the preferred reading list (you will be given at the beginning of class).  The additional 2 novels will be of your choice (they MUST be within your reading range, and MUST BE NOVELS, not books of poetry).  Once you have read the novels you will take an AR test.  I am willing to consider these AR tests as replacements for 3 daily assignments in the course [excluding unit tests] provided that I have seen you reading the book during this course and that you discuss the replacement with me.  I will also consider the AR tests (especially if you exceed 3 novels) if you are sitting on the cusp of a needed grade (Honor Roll, or Rutherford for example).  So say you have a 78%, but really need an 80%... your AR tests could work in your favor.
The deadline for AR tests will be midnight June 14, 2013
I encourage students to use word processors (when and where available) to complete all assignments, but I REQUIRE that all major assignments be complete by word processor.

It is expected that you attend ALL classes and complete ALL work assigned. However, in the event that you cannot attend a class here's what has to happen:
